Health & Safety

Like parents, staff considers the health and safety of day campers as our foremost
concern. Our Lead Camp Coordinator is a full time professional YMCA staff. Camp
Coordinators support our counselors at each of our camp sites. As well staff are
trained in emergency procedures. Our lifeguards, who are certified by the National
Lifesaving Society, supervise all aquatic activities except at Beavermead Park which is
guarded by City of Peterborough lifeguards.

lliness at Camp

If your child is feeling ill before coming to camp please keep them home for a day or
two. Call us before 9:00am to let us know that your child will not be attending.

If your child becomes ill while at camp, every effort will be made by staff to keep your
child comfortable until a parent/guardian can pick child up. Please pick your child up
as soon as you receive a phone call notifying you of the illness or injury. If you are
working and are unable to leave, you need to have a suitable alternative emergency
contact that can pick up your child immediately.

Medication at Camp

If your child requires medication, it must be sent along in the original container.

We absolutely cannot administer any form of medication that does not come in the
container which it was purchased. Although day of the week dispensers may be
convenient at home, we cannot use them at camp. Please fill out the “Consent to
Administer Medication” form at the time of registration. Please include the condition
that requires the medication and when the medication is to be administered.

Outbreak Management
At the YMCA we are aware of all the illnesses/diseases that are around. The most
common illnesses/diseases are:
e Lice and knits
Boils
Scarlet Fever
Molluscum Contagiosum
Hand, Foot and Mouth disease and
Staph Infection.

There are many ways to prevent illness and disease. The following are easy ways to
help make camp a healthy and clean place for everyone:
e (Clean your hands often. Use an alcohol hand rub or wash your hands with soap
and warm water.
e Cover your mouth and nose when you sneeze or cough. Use a tissue or the bend
of your elbow.
Labeling your children’s items so they are not confused with others.
Absolutely no sharing items, clothing, bathing suits, or towels.
Have a separate bag for wet or dirty articles of clothing.
And staying home if you are sick or have any symptoms of illness/disease.

Sign In and Sign Out

Please make sure to sign your child in and out every day. If you feel your child is

old enough and it is suitable for them to walk/bike to camp or home please make
arrangement with the Camp Director ahead of time (A signed permission letter from the
parent/guardian will be needed). It is very important to tell the sign in staff every day if
there are any extenuating circumstances about who can or cannot sign your child out.
Only the person listed on the sign in sheet will be authorized to pick up your child.

Financial Assistance:

Services Department of the City and County of Peterborough. For more information
please contact Children’s Services directly at 748-8830. Please apply early to ensure
application is processed before spaces fill up and camp begins.

Refunds and Cancellation Policy

Requests for refunds or cancellations must be made in writing by completing a
cancellation form located at the Sales and Service Desk. Refunds and credits requested
14 days in advance prior to the start of the selected camp session will be issued a refund
less a 25% administration fee. No refunds will be given after this time unless there are
extenuating circumstances (medical or emergency family situation). A Doctor’s note

is required for all cancellations and refunds for medical reasons. The Camp Director

makes the final decision as to who qualifies for refunds. Refunds are not granted if
parent/guardian withdraws camper from the session early, or if camper is sent home for
misconduct. We reserve all rights to charge any outstanding balance to your credit card
on file unless other methods of payments are provided.

Conditions of Enrollment

YMCA day camps are a shared experience for all campers to enjoy. Each of us can take
our part in making camp a positive experience for everyone. Behaviour that prevents
others from enjoying a positive camp experience will not be tolerated. If necessary,
campers could be asked to leave for inappropriate behaviour. Behaviour that would not
be acceptable at home, school, work or community will not be acceptable at camp.
